MOTION TO PROHIBIT STATE FROM

ATTEMPTING TO INTRODUCE WRITTEN

STATEMENTS OR REPORTS OF STATE WITNESSES
 

TO THE HONORABLE JUDGE OF SAID COURT:

NOW COMES YOUR DEFENDANT, JEAN VALJEAN, and makes this Motion to Prohibit State from Attempting to Introduce Written Statements or Reports of State Witnesses, and would show unto the Court the following:


I.

Defendant requests that the Court instruct the attorney for the State not to offer into evidence or otherwise use before the jury any written report or statement of any State witness, nor to suggest in any manner that such document ought to be offered in evidence by either party.


II.

For cause, Defendant would show that an offer of such documents by the attorney for the State would substantially prejudice the rights of the Defendant.  Defendant desires to obviate the need to object in the presence of the jury to such offer.

WHEREFORE, PREMISES CONSIDERED, the prosecutor should be instructed to approach the bench outside the presence of the jury to request a hearing on the admissibility of any such document.
