This is in connection with your request that I take action to try to have your bail lowered.  Bail is presently set in the above cause at $100,000.00.

To proceed with the effort to have a reasonable bail set that you might be able to make, you must provide me with the following information and answers:

1.
I need the name, address and telephone number of someone, other than yourself, who can and will come to court to testify at a bail hearing regarding specific actions that you or that person has taken to make the current bond set by the court.

2.
I need the name, address and telephone number of a bondsman that you have contacted in trying to make the present bail.  I need to know also how much bond that bondsman is willing to make for you.

3.
I need the name, address and telephone number of someone, other than yourself, who can and will come to court to testify at the bail hearing under oath, as to why you would not be a problem to society nor would commit any other offenses if you were released on bail, and that you would come to court as directed by the judge if you were released.

4.
I need the name, address and telephone number of someone, other than yourself, who can and will come to court to testify at the bail hearing regarding what amount of bail you can realistically make if the court were to set that amount.

5.
I need to know who is the contact person who can and will arrange to get the money that you will need to make your bond, and when will this money be available.

6.
I need to know if you have sold, or are trying to sell, any property of any kind, in an effort to raise bail money, and the name and telephone number of the person who is assisting you in doing that.

This information is absolutely necessary to proceed with an effort to have your bond set in a reasonable amount.  I recommend that you respond to me in writing.
