Waiver of Rishts and Entrv of Guiltv Plea

Defendant's initials. I understand that I have the right to the assistance of an attorney and if I am not
financially able to employ counsel, I have the right to the assistance of a court appointed attorney. I have the right to
plead not guilty and to elect a trial by jury. At trial, the State must present evidence and witnesses to prove my guilt

beyond a reasonable doubt. I have the right through my attorney to cross-examine the State's witnesses and challenge

the State's evidence. I have the right to present evidence on my behalf and the right to subpoena witnesses to testify on

my behalf. lcannot be compelled to testify and the State cannot use my failure to testify against me.

Defendant's initials. I understand that I have the right to elect the judge or thejury to assess my punishment.

I understand that the possible punishment for the offense to which I am pleading Suilty to is:

Defendant's initials. I understand that the recommendation of the prosecuting attorney as to punishment is

not binding on the Court. lf there is a plea bargain agreement between the State and the Defendant and the Court

rejects the agreement, I shall be permitted to withdraw my plea of guilty or nolo contendere. Art. 26.13(a)(2) TCCP.

Defendant's initials. I understand that lf I am not a United States citizen, I have the right to contact the

consulate of my native country. I have been advised that if I am not a citizen of the United States, a plea of guilty or nolo

contendere for the offense charged may result in denial of naturalization, deportation and exclusion from the United

States. Art. 26.13(4) TCCP.

Defendant's initials. Understanding the rights described above and the consequences of giving up those

rights, lfreely, knowingly and voluntarily waive those rights. ladmit in open court the allegations in this cause and

confess that I did commit the alleged offense. ln light of my judicial confession I waive the right to confrontation and

cross-examination of witnesses for the State and the right to require sufficient evidence in support of the judgment of
the Court. Furthermore, unless required by the court, I waive the presence of a court reporter and the making of a

written record, other than this document and any entries in the court's case file.

Defendant's initials. The defendant WAIVES the requirement that a risk and needs assessment be conducted
the conditions of the defendant's community supervision and requests that the Courtprior to the Court determining

Those conditions without the necessity of such assessment. Upon assessment by the El Paso County Community

Supervision and Corrections Department, Defendant's conditions of probation SHALL be amended to reflect consistency

and adherence to best practices in supervision.



Defendant's initials Assault Family/Violence Cases I have been advised by the court "lf you are convicted of a
misdemeanor offense involving violence where you are or were a spouse, intimate partner, parent, or guardian of the
victim or are or were involved in another, similar relationship with the victim, it may be unlawful for you to possess or
purchase a firearm, including a handgun or long gun, or ammunition, pursuant to federal law under 18 U.S.C. Section

922(gX9) or Section 46.04(b), Texas Penal Code. lf you have any questions whether these laws make it illegal for you to
possess or purchase a firearm, you should consult an attorney."

I am entering this plea of guilty voluntarily and without reservation. I understand the admonitions above and I am

aware of the consequences of my plea of guilty. I knowingly and voluntary waive all of the rights explained above.

DATE DEFENDANT

I have explained to the defendant the rights to which the law entitles him/her, including the rights to trial by.iury, to
the appearance, confrontation and cross-exa m inatio n of witnesses, to require upon his/her plea sufficient evidence to
support the judgment of the Court, his/her privilege against self-incrim ination and to ten days in which to prepare for
trialand to file written pleadings.

DATE ATTORNEY FOR DEFENDANT

The State ofTexas gives its consent and approval to the above waiver ofjury trial by said Defendant.

DATE ATTORNEY FOR STATE

The Court received the foregoing waiver and consent, signed by the Defendant. Having waived the ten days allowed

by law to prepare for trial, the 2 days for arraignment after receipt of the information, the right to a jury trial and all the

other rights listed above, the Defendant in open court admitted all of the allegations in the information and confessed
guilt to the offense charged in the information. The Court finds that the Defendant is mentally competent, the
Defendant's plea was entered freely and voluntarily and, the Defendant understood the admonishments and

consequences of said plea. The Defendant joined by his attorney, has waived the requirement that a risk and needs

assessment be conducted prior to the Court determining conditions of supervision, and the Court gives its consent and

approval to the foregoing waiver and consent.
