ORDER
The Court having received the Defendant’s plea of guilty or nolo contendere and having heard the evidence,
finds that the evidence substantiates the Defendant’s guilt. The Court further finds that the best interest of
society and the defendant will be served by placing the defendant on deferred adjudication community
supervision.

Therefore, without entering an adjudication of guilt, the Court defers further proceedings and ORDERS that
the Defendant be placed on deferred adjudication community supervision for months as provided by

Article 42A.101(a), TCCP.
